F
or Great Falls resident
Cindy Grisdela, quilts
are not just for the
bedroom or snuggling

on the sofa. “This is where we
spend most of our time,” she
said of her family room. “I like
bright color, my family likes
bright color, so fortunately, it
works out.”

Adorning the walls are eight
quilts of varying sizes and styles,
hung the way most people hang
paintings.

“People are used to thinking of
quilts as just for beds. …  I think
having quilts on the walls adds a
lot of warmth to the room,
makes it inviting somehow.”

She said she also found that
the quilts mixed well with the
paintings and other artwork she
and her husband collected.

Her two cats sat on a couple of
quilts draped over the backs of
the family room couches, while
quilted throw pillows rested

along the arms. Carefully sized
quilts covered the surfaces of
coffee tables and end tables
throughout the house. “Quilts on
the walls, quilts on the table. I
have a quilted shower curtain,”
she laughed.

Although she has been quilting
for about 25 years, it wasn’t until
five or six years ago that she
began getting adventurous with
her designs and showing in art
shows. With a background in art

history, she was especially
influenced by modern ab-

stract painters like Wassily
Kandinsky.

On most of the quilts, the
intricate stitching patterns were
radically different from the
designs created by the cloth
pieces, such as the squiggly
stitchery that caused the surface
of one quilt made with squares of
uniform size to look like a jigsaw
puzzle. “It adds dimension and
texture and interest. I hope.”

On the walls of the
upstairs hallway leading
to her studio, small quilts
mingled with her
children’s artwork from
grade school. The studio
is modest, with the “bat-
ting” that is used to stuff
quilts covering one wall.
Fabric sticks to the bat-
ting, so Grisdela can
arrange and rearrange
patterns on it, right now a
modern twist on the
double wedding ring
pattern.

“People say to me, ‘How
do you have the patience
to do this?’ … It doesn’t
take patience. It’s what
makes me want to get up
in the morning.”

“There’s still so many
ideas to think about and
explore and try to realize
in fabric,” Grisdela said.
Grisdela’s will be one of 44 art-
ists’ homes open to the public
for the annual Great Falls Stu-
dios Tour Oct. 17 and 18.
