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New Heliport for the Fairfax County Police is in the Works

Upgraded facility will address the safety
and efficiency of this county asset.

n the first week of the new year, the
Fairfax County Police Helicopter Di-
vision flew off to 10 missions rang-
ing from missing persons calls to an
overturned boat and river rescue in Prince
William County. There are situations com-
ing up all year that require more than just a
squad car, so when the division showed the
need for an updated helipad out at their base
in Chantilly, the county came through with
$13 million and is now making it a reality.

The Police Department has identified the
Police Heliport at the West Ox Road Com-
plex as a critical facility in need of renova-
tion/expansion or replacement. The facil-
ity has exceeded its intended life cycle and
no longer meets the needs of the Police
Department. The facility is deficient in of-
fice space, classroom space, parts storage
space, paramedic training requirements as
well as staff locker areas. In addition, the
current helicopter bay size is inadequate to
perform efficient and safe maintenance pro-
cedures, police officials said.

When the new heliport was looked at by
the Fairfax County Board of Supervisors in
early January, Supervisor Pat Herrity (R-
Springfield) supported the move. “I am de-
lighted that the police heliport, including

the helicopter pad, will finally
receive the much-needed up-
grades and repairs,” he said.
“These improvements will cre-
ate a more secure area for the
police helicopter, safer condi-
tions for the officers, and enable
first responders to better serve
the residents of Fairfax County.”

As part of the 2015 Public
Safety Bond Referendum, $13
million dedicated for the new
Police heliport was approved as part of the
FY 2020-FY 2024 Adopted Capital Improve-
ment Program.

Currently,the existing heliport is enclosed
only by a guard rail that extends along the
western side of the property along Acad-
emy Drive, and partially along the north-
ern side between the wet pond and the he-
licopter facility, and partially along the
south side along the access road to the ve-
hicle services building. This rail is two and
a half feet high and provides no security
for the police staff, operations and equip-
ment. The helicopter building itself as well
as the parking area are openly accessible to
the public. An eight-foot, non-climbable,
security fence is proposed to surround the
heliport area.

The heliport is part of a larger county op-
erations area to include the Fairfax County

Fire Academy in the west of the building,
and the Department of Vehicle Services
building in the south. There are no resi-
dences in the immediate surroundings that
could be impacted. The view from West Ox
Road is shielded by existing vegetation.
Per the Zoning Ordinance, the property
line along West Ox Road is considered the
front yard. The zoning ordinance would be
modified to permit the fence height along
West Ox Road to be increased from four feet
to eight feet. This modification will also per-
mit an increase from seven feet to eight feet
along the other three sides of the property.
This item has been coordinated with the
Department of Planning and Development.
“Currently, there are roughly 150 heli-
copter missions a month and over 80 medi-
cal evacuations a year throughout Fairfax
County,” Herrity added. “We must continue

to equip our law enforcement members with
the necessary tools to keep our communi-
ties safe,” Herrity said.

‘Fly Neighborly’

There has been complaints about helicop-
ter noise in Northern Virginia, and while
many of the helicopters flying around are
military, the Fairfax County Police Depart-
ment adopted a policy they call “Fly Neigh-
borly,” with these steps to reduce noise.

< When responding from Fairfax Base to
events that are not time critical, pilots
should climb over the area of the landfill to
an altitude of at least 1200 feet before pro-
ceeding on course.

% When returning to Fairfax Base, pilots
should maintain a minimum altitude of
1200 feet until intercept of a steeper than
normal glide path to the base.

% Flight operations between the hours of
11 p.m. to 7 a.m. are limited to essential
police and medevac missions.

< Vary landing and departure courses at
Fairfax Base and remain over the landfill as
much as possible.

% Avoid noise-sensitive areas when pos-
sible.

% Select routes over areas of high ambi-
ent noise levels when possible.

< Maintain an altitude of at least 1,000
feet when possible.

% Avoid fast cruise speeds when not re-
sponding to missions.

% Avoid sharp maneuvers.

Important Bills Are Moving

n the fourth week of our his-
toric General Assembly ses-
sion, both the Senate and
the House of Delegates
voted to ratify the Equal Rights
Amendment after a 50 year battle.
Our Clerks transmitted the ratifi-
cations to the Archivist of the
United States of America and now
the battle moves to Congress and the courts.

We had a lengthy debate in the Senate on
repealing unnecessary restrictions on women’s
access to reproductive health, including requir-
ing an intrusive, medically-unnecessary ultra-
sound before seeking an abortion and rules
designed to make abortion clinics extremely
expensive to construct. The Senate voted 20-
20 and the Lieutenant Governor broke the tie
to approve the measure.

On Tuesday, the Senate Commerce and La-
bor Committee passed my legislation to evis-
cerate predatory lending in Virginia. The bill
provides a 36 percent interest rate cap with
monthly fees that result in annual percentage
Interest rates (APR’s) of 50-110 percent, de-
pending on the length of the loan. The longer
the loan, the smaller the rate. The bill would
prohibit the 267percent loans currently al-
lowed at title lenders, businesses that have
exploded along U.S. 1 and online loans cur-
rently made at rates exceeding 400 percent. I
expect a tough Senate floor fight. The House
has already passed similar legislation.

The Senate Transportation Committee ap-
proved my bill to repeal the 2004 law requir-

To the Editor:

I am an American, but my origins lie in a
country where you cannot exercise your rights
as a human being, let alone as a woman.
Women are forced into marriage at a young
age, girls need permission from their fathers
or brothers to leave their homes, and embrac-
ing your sexuality is unfathomable — and ille-
gal at times.

It is for this reason that I write to you.

As a local newspaper serving the people of
Northern Virginia, I ask that you write an ar-
ticle on the Jan. 15 ratification of the Equal
Rights Amendment in Virginia. It is crucial that
we shed light on this recent event in Virginia
that, while long overdue, must be celebrated.

On Jan, 15, 2020, Virginia voted on a reso-
lution to ratify the ERA, making it the 38th
state to pass this resolution.

“equality of rights under the law shall not be
denied or abridged by the United States or by
any State on account of sex.”

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ing drivers to prove legal status
to obtain a Virginia driver’s li-
cense. I have worked for five
years with Senator Jennifer
Boysko and Republican Delegate
Rob Bloxsom to pass this bill. The
implementation of federal Real ID
rules eliminates the need for driv-
ers to prove legal status which is
required for a Real ID compliant
driver’s license and this proposal
is the top priority for my Hispanic
constituents. It will make our streets safer
and enhance everyone’s quality of life. Imag-
ine trying to live in our society without a
driver’s license.

On a 33 to seven vote, the Senate passed my
legislation prohibiting drivers from using
handheld phones in moving vehicles. Similar
legislation is moving through the House and
enactment looks promising. This will reduce
accidents and make our roads safer.

My legislation to empower Northern Virginia
localities to hold retailers accountable for fail-
ing to control their shopping carts passed the
Senate 20 to 19. To me, this is like someone,
in effect, allowing their property to be stolen
thousands of times and continually expecting
others to clean up the mess. I am thankful for
support from Board of Supervisors Chairman
Jeff McKay and Supervisors Rodney Lusk and
Dan Storck who have promised to implement
this authority when enacted.

The Senate approved my bill to prohibit hy-
draulic fracturing or “fracking” east of Inter-
state-95 and now the House of Delegates will
consider it.

On Jan. 27 and 28, my eight Puller Institute

only the recognition they deserve, but it will
pave the way for other states and even nations
to recognize and embrace equal rights as well.

Vox News and The Sentencing Project
are now promoting the abolition of LWOR so
you shouldn’t think it’s me fearmongering. The
death penalty should stay in Virginia, not just
because some crimes are just too heinous to
be punished by life without parole, but because
it also prevents the abolition of life without
parole. If the death penalty is abolished on a
Monday, the movement to abolish life without
parole will begin the following day. And be-
fore you know it, murderers will be back on
the streets.

Rossini’s ‘Cinderella’

uman connections

are at the heart of

Rossini’s “Cinderella”
(“La Cenerentola”). It is a comic
opera unlike the fairy tale some
may recall or read to children and
grandchildren.

Rossini’s “Cinderella” differs
from the more classic fairytale.
It is not full of the supernatural
or magical characters. “There is
no fairy godmother, no magic
pumpkin, or even a glass slip-
per,” noted Kyle Lang, Virginia
Opera director. Rossini’s opera
has glimmering splendor, comic
characters, “with an ending
about forgiveness and transfor-
mation.”

Rather Rosinni’s “Cinderella”
has “characters who are quite
human and tangible,” added
Lang. There are “disguises and
mistaken identities” as key
points for the opera’s story. And
the opera is full of “movement
and music and that entwine in
the story.” Adam Turner will
conduct the orchestra for this
production provided by the Vir-
ginia Symphony Orchestra.

From cancer to toilet paper. s that ‘off’
enough? My reason for writing this column
might be because | need a diversion (see
last week’s column), and because, as is so
happened recently, | needed to replenish
our toilet paper supply. (It had nothing to
do with a winter advisory in the forecast.)
As the consumer in the house, | am keen
and motivated to spend our money wisely.

I look for sales, | use paper coupons, I use
digital coupons and of course, | peruse the
advertising circulars, in print and online (if
necessary) regularly. In addition, I have a
number of plastic bonus cards hanging on
my keychain. In short, | am prepared and
ready for any retail or wholesale opportunity
that might present itself.

With respect to toilet paper, | believe us
regular users have been victimized by the
toilet paper manufacturers. | refer specifi-
cally to the increase in the size of the actual
roll itself; from single to double to triple to
jumbo to mega and now super mega. Since
the manufacturers can’t exactly increase de-
mand, they’ve devised a strategy to increase
supply - in our homes. And though using
myself as an example is hardly empirical
evidence, | will nonetheless continue to do
so in an effort to justify my accusation.

If you're like me, you probably like to
have an ample supply of toilet paper in
the house, just in case (it happened once
in college; not good). And to that end, the
toilet paper manufacturers have offered up
multipacks equivalent to as high as 96 rolls,
if I'm not mistaken, to address this potential
shortage. However, my beef is not with the
number of rolls in these multipacks, my
beef, as I've said, is with the size of the rolls.
In these cases, size does matter.

For years, we’ve been buying 4-, 6-, 9-,
12-, 24-, 36- and even 48-roll multipacks,
some single and some double to stock the
bathroom linen closets, so we're used to
having a specific number of rolls on hand/in
inventory. Now the rolls are double or even
triple the size we had grown accustomed to
having as back-ups. But we're still, in spite
of the gargantuan size of the newer mega/
super mega rolls, wanting to have the same
number of rolls in the closet as we've always
had (I do, anyway). Sort of a comfort level,
you might say. The problem is that having
the same number of super mega rolls in
inventory as previously one had as single or
double rolls gives one way more toilet paper
in the house than you ever had. In effect,
we have over-purchased. The toilet paper
manufacturers have used our predispositions
against us in order to take a greater share of
our household budget previously allocated
for toilet paper.

I don’t need six super mega rolls in our
bathroom. But | do want to see at least six
rolls in reserve (aid and comfort you might
say). If the six rolls in reserve were single
or doubles, their size would be irrelevant.
The number of rolls was more important - in
my head. And now, because of the toilet
paper manufacturer’s insistence that size
matters, | am forced to buy these spare-tire,
donut-sized rolls that | can’t possibly use no
matter what “snowmageddon” might hit us.
But I can’t stock my shelves with reason-
ably-sized rolls because their unit cost is
prohibitive compared to the big roll multi-
packs. As the consumer | am, | am loathe to
overpay for such household necessities. So
I buy in bulk, stuff my shelves with ply and
go about my business. | just wish | had more
than a hand in their decision-making.
